Guyton Park
City of Evart

A $5,000 grant to the City of
Evart supported their efforts
to restore a significant park
in the city limits. Guyton
Park has been the starting
point of the Memorial Day
parade for many years.

IRA Glfting tn 2007

There is good news for Osceola County Community
Foundation donors in their 70’s and for the communi-
ty they care about. A new law makes it possible to
give individual retirement account (IRA) assets to
charity during 2007, free from federal tax. Formerly,
all lifetime distributions from IRAs were taxed —
even those given to charity.

This may be an attractive giving option for you if
you are:

* Over 7012 and now receiving minimum
IRA distributions—but do not need the
extra income.

* Interested in making a significant
lifetime gift.

The new law allows those age 701/2 and older to
transfer up to $100,000 from an IRA to charity this
year—tax-free. If married, each spouse can transfer
$100,000 per year from his or her IRA.

Using IRA assets to make a gift during your life, as
opposed to giving via bequest in your will, enables
you to experience the joy of making a major gift.

Example:

Mr. Smith, age 75, has
accumulated approximately
$2,000,000 in his IRA
accounts. He has other
sources of wealth and has
plans to leave a sizable
estate to his heirs and
charity.

Under the new law, Mr.
Smith can create a fund at
the community foundation
to address the causes he
cares about most by trans-
ferring IRA funds tax free.
Mr. Smith can transfer up to
$100,000 in 2007. In addi-
tion, if Mr. Smith is married,
his wife can also make sim-
ilar gifts from her IRA
accounts.

FOUNDATION GIVING HEeLPs AT TAX TIME

Giving through your community foundation qualifies you for big savings
through the Michigan Community Foundation Tax Credit. For example, married
donors, filing jointly, can receive a 50% tax credit of up to $200 on a gift of
$400 to a permanent endowment fund. A single person can receive a $100 tax
credit on a gift of $200 and Michigan businesses have the potential to receive
up to a $5,000 tax credit (not to exceed 5% of total Single Business Tax) on

a gift of $10,000.

For example a married couple in the 25% tax bracket and itemizing on their

federal income tax could leverage $150 into $400:

Contribute to a Foundation endowed fund
Receive the Michigan Tax Credit

Receive the federal deduction

Net cost of contribution

$400
($200)
($50)
$150

A gift to any of the endowed funds at the Osceola County Community

Foundation qualifies for the State Tax Credit.
